Source links Palmeiro to ‘potent’ steroid

m The former Rangers star tested positive for Stanozolol, an anabol-
ic steroid that does not come in dietary supplements, a source says.

The positive drug test that has
left Rafael Palmeiro’s legacy in
doubt involved the potent anabol-
ic steroid Stanozolol, a person in
baseball with direct knowledge of

the sport’s drug-testing program
said Tuesday.

Stanozolol, known by the brand
name Winstrol, was most notably
linked to Olympic sprinter Ben
Johnson, who was stripped of a
gold medal in 1988 after testing

positive for that steroid.

Now Palmeiro, one of only four
major-league players with more
than 3,000 hits and 500 home runs,
is being associated with the same
substance.

The person who said that
Palmeiro, a first baseman for the
Baltimore Orioles, tested positive
for Stanozolol did not want to be

identified because the testing pol-
icy prohibits anyone in baseball
from disclosing information about

the results without authorization.
Palmeiro, who played 10 seasons
for the Texas Rangers, from 1989 to
1993 and 1999 to 2003, said Monday
that he had never intentionally
taken steroids.

FORT WORTH — Cass O.
